Player Information Sheet

Format: Championship of mixed pairs from the same club. The Stone Cup is alternate drive, alternate shot, match play event played
at scratch. Women and men players use respective tees. Seeding is by combined index, low to high, using Oct. 1 revision.

Day 1: All teams play morning matches in their respective flight of 16. All teams play in the afternoon Day 1, either
progressing to Round of 8 in their flight, or moving to Round of 8 in the consolation flight. All Day 1 afternoon
match losers, championship flight or consolation, are eliminated and do not play on Day 2.

Day 2: Winners from Day 1 afternoon will continue to either Round of 4 championship or Round of 4 consolation in the
morning. Day 2 afternoon will be the final match for both championship and consolation brackets.

Playoff: A match ending all square will continue in a hole-by-hole playoff until a winner is determined.

Rules of Play: The 2016 Rules of Golf are in effect and are supplemented by the Mass Golf Hard Card. The Committee will provide
any additional Local Rules needed at the tournament site. It is the individual player’s responsibility to know the Conditions of the
Competition.

Policies & Procedures: Please refer to the Mass Golf Policies & Procedures page.

Golf Carts, Caddies and Pull Carts: Golf carts are included in the tournament entry fee for the first two rounds of play. Players must
pay $20.00 per person for a cart for rounds on day 2 (Cash or Credit Cards). Players are strongly encouraged to use golf carts during
the tournament rounds. Caddies and/or push carts are permitted.

Time of Starting - Round 1 & 2: Play will begin at 8:00 am and approximately 12:30pm off the 1st tee. Please make sure to be at
your starting tee at least 10 minutes prior to your starting time to ensure that all proper instructions are received from the starter.
The clock at the 1st tee is the official time.

Tournament Tees: Approximate yardage for the Men (Members' Black Tees): 6,290 yards and for the Women (Members' Red Tees)
5,617 yards.

Practice Range: Range is available and balls are complimentary. You can drive your car directly to the range prior to check in at the
course, if you wish to use it. There will also be golf carts available to drive to the range.

Directions: The driving range is located off of Acorn St. Coming from Rt. 3A take a right on Acorn then % of a mile on the
right hand side enter the second gate and stay to the right to get to the range. This is about a 10-minute golf
cart ride. Either way, please allow for extra time if you plan to use the practice area.

Food & Beverage Services: Lunch will be provided on Day 1 only by Mass Golf for all competitors after the first round. Additional
food and beverage services will be available on Day 2 (Cash or Credit Card). Coffee will be available in the clubhouse. 10th hole
snack bar will be open - cash only.

Weather Shelter Locations: Clubhouse, holes 10 and 15.

Drinking Water: Bottled water located on holes 1,2,4,7,12,17, and range.
Restrooms: After hole 4, 10, 12, 16, range

Scoring: Report outcome of match to scorer’s table in the Clubhouse immediately upon completion of match. Please leave the
course and return to the scoring area upon completion your match.

Prizes: The Stone Cup Trophy will be engraved with the names of the champions. Merchandise certificates will be awarded-
Champions, Finalists of Championship Flight & Champions of Consolation Flight- only redeemable at the host site.
