Championship Tees: Approximate yardage will be 6,700 yards (Gold Tees).

Rules of Play: The 2019 Rules of Golf are in effect and are supplemented by the Mass Golf Hard Card. The Committee will provide any additional
Local Rules needed at the championship site and /or electronically in advance of the championship. It is the individual player’s responsibility to know
the Local Rules and Terms of the Competition.

Caddies & Automotive Transportation: The use of automotive transportation and/or caddies will NOT be permitted. The use of pull/push carts is
permitted.

Starting Times (Stroke Play & Match Play): Can be found on the Massachusetts Junior Amateur home page. Players should only report to their
starting tee immediately after the group in front of them has completely left the teeing area.
Please plan to arrive no more than 45 minutes ahead of your scheduled starting time.

Practice Round: Discounted practice rounds rates will not be available. Competitors may book a general/public tee time by contacting Cranberry
Valley Golf Course at (508) 430-5234 or by visiting their online tee time reservation website. Competitors are not guaranteed a tee time.
Note: Competitors scheduled to play their stroke play round on Tuesday, August 4t» MUST NOT schedule a general/public tee time for Monday,
August 3rd. Competitors who do so will be subject to penalty/disqualification.

Practice Facilities: The practice range will open each day one-hour before the first scheduled starting time and will close (for competitors) after the
last starting time on Monday and Tuesday.

Food & Beverage: A luncheon (sponsored by Mass Golf) will be available each day for competitors. Food & Beverage will also be available for
parents and at their own expense CASH or CREDIT.
