Golf Carts, Caddies and Pull Carts: Players may use caddies and/or pull/push carts during the Championship Proper. The use of automotive
transportation is NOT permitted.

Starting Times (Stroke Play & Match Play): Can be found on the Massachusetts Amateur home page. Please make sure to be at your starting tee at
least 10 minutes prior to your starting time to ensure that all proper instructions are received from the starter.
The clocks at the 1st and 10th tees are the official time.

For competitors starting on the 10 tee — a shuttle will be available in front of the golf shop (near the flagpole). Please plan to be on the shuttle cart 15-
20 minutes before your starting time to allow for travel through the golf course.

Practice Facilities: The practice facilities will be open one hour before the first scheduled starting time and will close after the last starting time on
Monday and Tuesday. Please DO NOT cut across the 18 hole when accessing the practice facilities — a shuttle cart will not be available to the

practice facilities, all competitors will be expected to walk to the practice facilities.

Food & Beverage Services:
Lunch will be provided by Mass Golf for all competitors from approx. 11:00am to 3:00pm, on Monday, July 12! in the Grill Room.

Additional food and beverage services will be available at the players expense (cash/credit) throughout the week — including the Tonic House by the
12t tee.
