Format: 18 Holes, Stroke Play qualifying. The Top 10-finishers and ties will advance to the Championship Proper at Framingham 
Country Club (Framingham, MA) on September 7 – 8. The number of qualifying spots is subject to change based on any withdrawals 
prior to the competition.  
 
Rules of Play: The 2019 Rules of Golf are in effect and are supplemented by the MASS GOLF HARD CARD. The Committee will 
provide any additional Local Rules needed at the championship site. It is the individual player’s responsibility to know the Terms of 
the Competition. 
 
Policies & Procedures: Please refer to the Mass Golf POLICIES & PROCEDURES. 
 
Golf Carts, Caddies, & Push/Pull Carts: Golf carts are permitted for the qualifying round. Competitors will be required to pay $25 
for their golf cart on the day of the qualifier. Caddies, and push/pull carts are also permitted.  
 
Starting Times: Can be found on the MASSACHUSETTS SENIOR AMATEUR CHAMPIONSHIP home page. Please make sure to be at 
your starting tee at least 10 minutes prior to your starting time to ensure that all proper instructions are received from the starter.  
 
Tees/ Approximate Yardage: Approximate yardage for the qualifying round will be approx. 6,400 yards (TRGC’s Blue Tees).  
 
Practice Round Information: Discounted practice rounds will be available to all competitors prior to their qualifying round. 
Starting on July 18th - Practice rounds will be available to competitors Monday – Thursday at any time, Fridays before 11:00 AM, 
Saturdays and Sundays after 2:00 PM. Practice rounds will not be available to competitors on Monday, August 1st as the course closed 
for a private event. Competitors are encouraged to call the pro shop to schedule their practice round tee time.  
 

Notes 
-There will be a MANDATORY cart/trail fee of $60 (Guest-of-Member rate) for your practice round – walking or riding. Practice 
rounds are for players only. 
-Only ONE BALL may be played by competitors during their practice round. 
 
Practice Facilities: The practice facilities will be available starting at 6:30 AM on Tuesday, August 2nd.  
 
Food & Beverage Services: Lunch will be available to competitors starting at 11:00 AM at the player’s expense. Breakfast services 
will NOT be available to competitors.  
 
Score Posting: All scores from individual stroke play events (Championships and Qualifiers) are automatically posted to 
Competitor’s Mass Golf/USGA Handicap by the Mass Golf Staff.
